






































6. Using the included plastic tie, attach the Safety
Placard (11) to the frame near the point where
jumpers will climb onto and off the trampoline.

The trampoline is now fully assembled. Make
sure that all parts are securely attached.

Familiarize yourself and all users of the tram-
poline with the safety precautions, use and
instructional materials, and care and mainte-
nance instructions in this manual before using
the trampoline.

7. Loosen the straps (not shown) on the underside of
the frame pad (for clarity, the frame pad is not shown
in the steps 8 and 11). Do not remove the frame pad
from the trampoline.

8. lay a Straight Tube(16) and a Top Tube (17)
with Plastic Cap on the ground.

Make sure that the Straight Tube (16) is oriented
so the small holes are in the position shown.

Slide a Foam Sieeve (21) onto each of the tubes;
note that the ends of the Straight Tube (16) should
not be covered.

Insert the Straight Tube (16) into the Top tube(17).
Tighten a Self-tapping Screw (11) into the small hole
inthe Tube (16,17).

Assemble the remaining Straight Tubes (16), Top

Tubes (17), and Foam Sleeves (21) in the same
way.

Slide a Black C-clip(24) onto the
Straight Tube(16), and align the bottom
of the Black C-clip with the bottom of
the socket. Next, slide one of the U-
bolts(15)up until it touches the bottom
of the socket, and tighten the two Lock-—
nuts(13)on the U-bolt.Slide the other
U-bolt up until it is 2” above the
lower end of the Straight tube, and
tighten the two Locknuts on the U-bolt.
Then, press two U-bolt Plastic Caps(26)
onto each U-bolt.
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Slide a U-bolt bracket (14) onto the U-bolts(15})
then thread locknuts (13) two turnsonto
the U-bolts.

Repeat this step on the other seven leg
sections (not shown).
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10. Attach the other three Pole(16,17) in the same way.

11. Lay out Top G3 Pole (18), joint each section

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14. Note: During steps 14 and 15, you will
“sew” the lower edge of the Netting(20)
to the V-rings on the bed using the
Cords (25).

Locate the V-ring closest to the door.
Thread one end of a Cord(25) through
the lower edge of the Netting(20)above
the V-ring and then thread the Cord
through the V-ring. Tie the Netting to
the V-ring, by making a double knot in
the Cord.

15. Thread the Cord(25) through the lower
edge of the Netting(20) halfway between
the first V-ring and the V-ring to the
left, and then thread the Cord through
the V-ring to the left. Repeat this
procedure until the entire Cord is
threaded through the Netting and the
V-rings as shown. Keep the Cord taut.
Tie the end of the Cord to the last V-
ring that it reaches.

Tie a second Cord(not shown)to the last

V-ring reached by the first Cord. Thread
the second Cord through the Netting(20)

and the V-ring as described above. Repeat
this procedure with the remaining Cords

until the last Cord reaches the first V-rings
Cord. (Note: The last Cord may overlap
the first Cord.) Make sure that the 16
Netting is sewn to every V-ring on the
trampoline bed; the Netting below the
door must also be sewn to the V-rings.

16. Using the included plastic tie, attach the
Safety Placard(11)to the Netting (20)near
the door as shown.

Disassembly

To disassemble the trampoline/enclosure, follow assembly steps 1 through 15 in reverse order.
Do not attempt to disassemble any trampoline frame components before the springs and the bed
have been removed. Use gloves to protect your hands from pinch points during disassembly.
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CARE AND MAINTENANCE

CARE REMOVING AND STORING THE TRAMPOLINE/
ENCLOSURE

Make sure that the trampoline/enclosure is dry before

removing and storing it. Use caution while removing

the tubes due to the weight of the tubes.

Do not allow pets or animals on the trampoline or
inside the enclosure, as claws may shag and pull
the bed material or damage the frame pad or netting.

Once the enclosure is removed from the trampoline,
remove all items from the trampoline bed. Make sure
that the bed is clean and that it has no tears or holes.
Store the trampoline/enclosure in a safe, dry location.

The trampoline/enclosure is intended to be used by
one person at a time weighing 90 kg (200 Ibs.) or less.
The user should be either barefoot, wearing socks, or
wearing gymnastic shoes.

Street shoes or tennis shoes should not be worn on

the trampoline. The user should remove all sharp SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS
objects from his or her person that may cause injury or
damage to the bed. Heavy, sharp, or pointed hard High Wind

Appropriate shoes should be worn inside the enclo-

For
longer fabric life, store the enclosure when it is not
being used. A dry enclosure, properly stored, will pro-
vide the longest life of the fabric, sewing, and hard-
ware. Remove the enclosure from the trampoline dur-
ing harsh weather conditions or during long periods of
non-use.

stakes (not included). At least three ropes and three
stakes should be used. The tops of the stakes
should be at ground level so that they will not create a
tripping hazard, In addition, the tops of the stakes
should be covered, if necessary, so that users will not
The following guidelines should always be observed. be injured by falling onto the stakes. Make sure to
attach the ropes to the top of the frame; do not simply
secure the legs or the bases to the ground, as they
can separate from the frame sockets.

Inspect the trampoline/enclosure before each use,
andreplaceany worn, defective, or missing parts.
The following conditions could represent potential
hazards and increase  the danger of personal injury: :

If any of these conditions exists, the trampoline
should be disassembled or otherwise protected
against use until the condition is remedied.
